	Assumptions and objectives of the course
	The aim of the lecture is to familiarise the student with the basic issues of medical law in its broadest sense, legal solutions adopted in Poland and other countries, views of doctrine and jurisprudence. In the introductory classes, basic knowledge of the establishment, validity, hierarchy and functioning, interpretation and application of Polish law (jurisprudence) will be presented, useful for further studies. The thematic framework of the course includes issues related to the study of law relating to medicine and, in addition, the functioning of health services and legal responsibility in health care. To this end, the issues of defining the most important medical concepts in law become valuable, in particular those whose relationship to medical law remains unquestionable (autonomy, issues of error, euthanasia, patient rights, compulsory treatment, others). The aim of the lecture is also to develop among the students the criteria for searching for regulations and knowledge of the various legal acts relevant to the efficient and lawful practice of the medical profession. The learning outcome becomes a basic knowledge of the most important medico-legal regulations. The long-term outcome of the study of medical law, on the other hand, is an increased legal awareness of the medical profession.
Examples of specific issues include: introductory issues such as: the essence, nature and sources of medical law in Poland and the legislation of other countries; Patients' rights, including specific issues such as: rights to treatment, issues of quality and accessibility to health services, rights to information and consent to treatment; rights to respect for privacy (medical confidentiality, psychiatric confidentiality, protection of medical records, procedural forms of information protection - a review of selected issues); the right to die in peace and dignity (euthanasia, so-called living wills). The following are also the subject of the lecture: basic issues of liability for damage caused in the course of treatment, regimes of liability for damages, liability of the doctor and the health care institution in the system of universal health insurance, medical malpractice. Also covered are: harm to the conceived child, claims for wrongful life, wrongful birth and wrongful conception, some issues concerning medically assisted procreation. To a limited extent, the following issues will be the subject of the lecture: management and responsibility of treatment in the case of non-medical procedures (cosmetic surgery and caesarean section "on request").
