In the learning process, knowledge will be imparted on: basic health concepts and definitions and determinants of health; methods for assessing and monitoring the health status of the population; social and health policies; health promotion and disease prevention; organisation and management in health care. 
In the process of training, the student will acquire skills in: assessing the impact of specific factors on the health status of the individual and the population; diagnosing the health needs of the population; planning and implementing health promotion and disease prevention activities; interpreting the law on the functioning of the health care system.
As a result of the educational process, the student will be aware of the role of the doctor in shaping the health of the individual and the population; he/she will be ready to function in the health care system in accordance with the current organisational and legal conditions.
